He proposed his concept to the 
nationõs high schools and col-
leges at the United Business 
Education Association (UBEA) 
in 1937. In 1940, the Executive 
Committee of UBEA approved 
the sponsorship plan. He then 
selected a name for the new 
organization which was the 
òFuture Business Leaders of 
America.ó  Nine years later, in 
1949, the amazing Oregon 
FBLA was chartered as the 
sixth chapter in the nation!
